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Conclusion 

 The conclusion should wrap up what you have been discussing in your paper. It should 

follow closely—but not exactly “mirror”—your introduction. 

 The conclusion should leave the reader with a strong impression. Reiterate the points 

made in the thesis and the body of the paper to recap the importance of the topic, to 

emphasize future applications, or to call readers to action.
